For working with documents, Google Docs and Microsoft’s Office Online are available, and
require just a Google or Microsoft account to get started. The computers also have apps
installed for video calling, screen recording, drawing, and many more. Each APNK device has
USB ports (for attaching peripherals like flashdrives or webcams) and a headphones jack.

APNK also provides a Free Wi-Fi network in the library during opening
hours, which the public can access using personal devices such as
laptops, smartphones and tablets.
